Dear Families of Indian Lake Elementary School Students:

We are writing you today out of an abundance of caution to inform
you that a case of MRSA Staph infection has been confirmed at
Indian Lake Elementary School.

Local, regional, and state health officials have assured us that this
situation is not unusual, nor is it a cause for undue alarm. Rest assured
that we are taking proactive steps to protect students and staff by
following the advice given to us by our public health officials.

Appropriate measures have been taken involving the individual with
the infection. Privacy laws prevent us from making any additional
comment about this person. We are taking steps in addition to our
normal procedures to clean and disinfect areas in the school where
germs could be spread. This process began this morning.
